Tournament Rules

must provide proof of insurance either on the roster submitted or by individual letter.

Each team MUST check in the tent next to the concession stand at least 1 hour prioatbahéhstre game.

2) A copy of the team roster must be filed at tournament headquarters. Teams Qitsidéorth must file a copy

of their Permission to Travel with the team roster attached. You dosved up to 4 guest players per team. Guest
Pla)<(ers must be from the same USSF affiliate as the team to which the tteey are requesting to quest play
or.Younger players may play up on older teams. Teams from Ohio North shouldanrbpbﬁ/ers not playing and write
in all the information for the guest players above the cross out. Teams frond@@s$iio North MUST obtain Guest
Player Rosters from their own State Associations and attach approvedtaes rosters to their travel permits. We do
not supply guest player rosters. Every player must have a player pass or prodjisifateon with your State
Association. We do not issue player passes. They must be issued by your league cs&taEdh.

All F.I.LF.A. rules of play and laws of the game shall apply in the tournament, except:

The game times for U9-U12 shall be 2 x 25-minute halves for all games.
The game times for U13-U14 shall be 2 x 35-minute halves for all games.

Tie scores stand in all first round pool games.
Semi-final or final games shall be settled by FIFA kicks from the penadty s

Unlimited substitution is allowed with the permission of the refereerajbals, on any goal kick, on a throw-in
by the teellm making the substitution, after an injury (one for one by either teanhpfter a yellow card for the carded
player only;

Use #4 balls for U10 and U12, #5 balls for all others. No short corners for any age group.

Home team is first listed or highest standin_ﬂ team and changes color imfcessflict. Winning team or home
team must turn in scores to scorer’s tent. Cards will include score , sportsmansteg ar yellow cards.

3) Advancement and Awards Placingis determined by points according to the following formula:

3 points for each win, 1 point for each tie, O points for each loss. To discouragestffom running U% scores, the
tournament uses the 4-goal margin rule. TEAMS SCORING MORE THAN 10 GOARKEIN WILL RECEIVE 0
POINTS FOR A WIN. This means that the official score cannot show a winningimafgnore than 4 goals. Coaches
snoulddgive some thought to how this can affect the tiebreakers shown belowgufzalyi goals scored and goals
allowed.

Group standingsare determined by:

1--Total Points

2--Head to head result (see below)

3--Goal Differential (goals scored minus goals allowed)
4--Least Total goals allowed - _
5--Most Total goals scored using official 4-goal margin score
6--Sportsmanship points awarded by referees

_ About “head to head”: Means if two teams met, the winner of the game betweratiheances. However, this
tie-breaker cannot be used if the two teams tie in pool play, and WILL NOT ke itiferee or more teams tie, whether



any two or more of those teams met in pool games or not. Further, after otherakelseare used to determine
placement of a team, or teams (leaving two) the head to head result still o nsed between those two teams.

About Sportsmanship: Each team is assumed to start with average spwitgmar a 3 on the scoring system.
Referees may give more points for excellent sportsmanship, or fewer points fospadsmanship including, but not
limited to, yelling criticism at the officials. Any card not marked the referee will be assumed to be average, ora 3. If
goaches believe they are entitled to better marks, it is in theirdstéo make sure the referee fills out the sportsmanship

7) Every red card is a serious offense and the person receiving it musamigdIMUM of the next game. The



tournament director, upon review of the incident, may impose more penalties, mglexitlusion from the remainder of
the tournament.

8.) All disciplinary actions will be reported to home leagues and/or National Atateiations.

9) If any or the entire tournament is canceled for any reason, including weather oessdarcircumstances, any
refunds made will be based on the number of games not played at $25.00/game. No te#imgafgame will be
eligible for any refund under any circumstances. Opponents of teams which fedeite credit for a game won by a
4-0 score instead of a refund.

10.) Failure to field seven players at game time constitutes a forfeity @ction that causes a referee to abandon a
match will also constitute a forfeit.

SPECIAL BAD WEATHER PROVISIONS

Any game started and interrupted by bad weather will be considered to be aetergame at the time play is
suspended. No game suspended for more than 10 minutes may be resumed. If in Hadffitlse game result will be
recorded as a tie. If in the second half, the score at the time play is suspended ¥Vidlidbe of

The City of Tallmadge has the right to close the fields at any time. The towmiadirector is the sole judge of
field playability; referees may suspend any game for weather resatiety concerns. Any game which cannot be started
because of bad weather or deteriorating field conditions (including semi-Andlshampionship games) will be decided
by a FIFA rules penalty kick shootout upon the ruling of the tournament director. The toembalinector will also
determine the time and place for these contests, if necessary. Suchwdinbesdeemed to be games actually played
against the 3-game guarantee and there will be no refunds given to any teaefubkas to accept this option. Any team
that forfeits this option or that does not appear at the rescheduled time and plabe weclared the loser of that
particular game. It is the responsibility of each team, not the tournamentinegs, to make sure they know when and
where they are to play a game or participate in a rescheduled match orypdokdt contest. Monday (Memorial Day)
may be used to complete the tournament if unforeseen circumstances occur.

The tournament will make every possible effort to achieve an outcome forseheuuled gameBad weather
is beyond the control of the tournament, and there will be no refunds give because games are cancelled,
shortened and/or changed into penalty kick contests due to field condbtis.
